Special crop management is required for agricultural crops during monsoon season. Proper drainage
facilities have to be ensured. If the soil is more acidic, add lime as per soil testing. Pesticides should
not be applied during rainy period. Provide supports for the bananas. Make the vegetable pandals
stronger. Avoid standing in open areas to protect farmers and livestock from lightning and thunder.
