Leaf folder attack can be controlled using trichogramma cards
(2CC per one acre). Cut the cards in to small pieces and fix in
different regions of the field. If the attack is severe, spray
Quinalphos @ 2ml per one liter of water.

Rice Leaf folder

Burying of fresh or dried coconut husk around the palm is a
Management desirable practice particularly for moisture retention. Mulch the
Coconut coconut basins with green/dry leaves. This help to add organic
matter to the soil and to reduce the soil temperature. Drip
irrigation may be practicised in coconut plantations.

Due to high temperature and low humidity, there is a chance of

Banana Cigar end disease Cigar end disease in banana bunches. Spray 3 g of Dithane M-
45 @ 1 liter of water. The banana plantation may be given
support so that the plantation can with stand high wind speed.

Vegetables There is a chance of increased sucking insects in vegetables.

(Cowpea) Aphids Apply 2% neem oil-garlic-soap emulsion for control of aphids.
