C. General and Agrometeorological Advisories for Thrissur District

Since moderate rainfall is expected, provide proper drainage in the cultivated paddy field, if necessary.
The paddy crop, which attained maturity stage can be harvested as early as possible. Provide supports for
the bananas. Make the vegetable pandals stronger. Avoid standing in open areas to protect farmers and
livestock from lightning and thunder. Special crop management is required for agricultural crops before
monsoon season. Proper mulching can be followed to conserve soil moisture.

Animal Husbandry:- Care should be taken to prevent rat breeding in the premises of cattle shed to prevent
leptospirosis. Keep away livestock from open fields to avoid lightning and thunder. (caabeccs, kvasu,
Mannuthy).
