As a prophylactic measure to
control quick wilt of pepper, add 2 kg Trichoderma to a mixture of 90 kg FYM
Pepper Quick wilt | and 10 kg neem cake and kept for two weeks with sufficient moisture. Add 2.5
kg of this mixture to the base of each matured pepper vine.

As a precautionary measure to manage leaf fall in nutmeg, spray 1%
Nutmeg Leaf fall | Bordeaux mixture. Pesticides should not be applied during rainy period.
Proper drainage facilities have to be ensured

Animal Husbandry: - Cattle feed should be stored on a wooden board or iron board. If moisture is in the cattle
feed it may cause deadly fungal growth. Foot and mouth disease (FMD) vaccination has to be given to the
animal.
