Proper drainage facilities
have to be ensured. If the soil is more acidic, add lime as per soil testing. Pesticides should not be applied
during rainy period. Provide supports to banana crops. Make the vegetable pandals stronger.

During high humidity, there is a chance of pollu disease in pepper
Pepper Pollu disease plants. Control the shade in the garden and spray with 1% Bordeaux
mixture.

Animal Husbandry: - If leg lameness or fever was observed in cattle, medical attention should be given
immediately. Thoroughly wash udder of cow and hands of milking person before milking using clean water
with an added disinfectant, such as 1:1000 potassium permanganate solution. (caspeccs kvasu, mamuny.
